Effective June 30, 2022, the operation of the mask wearing rule on campus shall be as follows.

< Outdoor handling >

Outside on campus, it shall not be necessary to wear a mask if a distance of at least 2 meters can be maintained
from a person, or if the distance cannot be maintained, but the person rarely engages in conversation.

*1f the above conditions can be ensured, especially in summer, it is recommended that the mask be removed to
prevent heat stroke.

3 Conversely, masks shall be worn outdoors when it is not possible to keep a distance (2 m or more as a guide)

from people or to hold a conversation.

<Indoor Handling >

Masks shall be worn indoors on campus as in the past.
This response is based on the current coronavirus infection situation.
This may change if the infection situation worsens in the future due to an outbreak of a new mutant strain or if

government policy changes.
